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Youth Work in Wales Excellence Awards
Individual Youth Worker Awards

These awards are an opportunity to acknowledge and celebrate youth workers who have demonstrated excellent practice in their work with young people. The individual youth worker awards are awarded to those youth workers who have demonstrated unending commitment, enthusiasm and support to the young people they work with. 
Youth workers can be nominated for an award by a young person (or group of young people), work colleagues, managers. Nominating someone is a chance to recognise the excellent work being carried out by youth workers in Wales.

Categories

Individuals may be entered for one of the following categories:
1. Outstanding Part Time Youth Worker
2. Outstanding Full Time Youth Worker

3. Outstanding Volunteer Youth Worker

4. Outstanding Youth Worker under 25 years old
5. Outstanding advocate for young people
Entry Criteria

Applications should demonstrate the youth worker’s achievement in meeting the following criteria.

1. Facilitates the personal and social educational development of young people.
2. Has facilitated the learning and development of young people.

3. Encouraged young people’s awareness and confidence.

4. Developed constructive relationships with young people.

5. Promoted equality and diversity.

The person being nominated must have worked with young people between January 2011 and October 2011

Remember you can only enter a youth worker for one of the categories. 

What do you need to do?

Share this information with staff and young people.  Encourage them to nominate a youth worker for one of the awards by completing the entry forms enclosed, giving as much information as possible.

How to enter

Please complete the attached application form as follows:
· Your name and contact details.

· Your workplace relationship with the person you are nominating (young person attending their group, colleague, manager etc)
· Name of the person you are nominating.

· Name of the category you are nominating the person for.

· Why you are nominating this person, (no more than 200 words.)
· Name and contact details of an independent person who will endorse the application.

· Address and contact details of the organisation that the person you are nominating works for.

· Description of the work the person you are nominating has done (no more than 250 words)
· How has the work of the nominated person benefited young people.

· Tell us how the work carried out by the person you are nominating fits within the entry criteria.
What happens next?
· All entries will be read and sifted by a panel of judges from the Youth Work Strategic Marketing and Communications team. The team includes representatives from both the maintained and voluntary youth work sectors and representatives from the Welsh Government.
·  The panel will score the entries using a format based on the entry criteria. A shortlist of three will then be compiled and passed to an independent panel who will make the final decision on the overall winners for each category.

· The three nominees that have been shortlisted for each award will be contacted by the end of January.

· All who are shortlisted will be invited to the Youth Excellence Awards ceremony to be held on Thursday 23rd February at the SWALEC Stadium in Cardiff where the winners will be announced.
